Pictures and schemes should be duplicated in .ppt, .pptx, or
.jpeg format. Texts, tables, charts, diagrams, and pictures must be exe-
cuted in black-and-white. Pictures, diagrams, charts, tables and other
elements taken from other publications must not violate the copyright
law and should be accompanied by citations to the primary sources.

A list of references should be placed at the end of the manuscript.
The sources should be listed in alphabetical order without numbering,
first Russian sources, then the foreign ones. References should follow
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the rules of the Institute of Scientific Information for Social Sciences
and the bibliographical standard of the Russian Federation (GOST
R 7.0.5-2008). Citations in the text should be enclosed in square brack-
ets and must include the name of the author (s), the year of the publica-
tion, and the number of pages. Footnotes with text comments are also
possible.

A manuscript should be accompanied by the annotation in Rus-
sian and English, no longer than 200 words. Authors must provide their
full name, the place of work, position and contacts.

All articles are subject to anonymous peer review by scholars in
the relevant field. An article can be accepted, sent to the author for revi-
sion and resubmission, or rejected. The publication is free of charge.
